REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Mayor Peterla.

Road Safety for New Hanover Roadways:

William Hogan, Joseph & Cindy Zvolensky, Aaron Smith, Mike Raam and Antonio Volante all spoke about the speeding on Cookstown-Browns Mills Rd, Bunting Bridge Rd. and Hockamick Rd.  They made suggestions for road calming measures to help slow down traffic.  Some of the measures included speed bumps and painting of lines.
Mayor Peterla stated that all their suggestions have been heard and the Township is looking into all these measures and more to help fix the speeding on the roadways.
