Deputy Clerk indicated she had received the fire inspector report yet but is aware the it is currently being addressed by the DEP and she will be following up on the progress.

Committeeman Murphy thanked the Fire Department and the Police Department.  To Solicitor Burns he said “Well done.”  Thank you to the Mayor for all he has done.

The circulator pump was replaced for the fire department.  The Mayor thanked the Fire Department for inviting him to their dinner and thanked them for all they do.
