PUBLIC HEARING FOR ORDINANCE 2020-05:  AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 82 SECTION 82-3 OF THE CONSTRUCTION FEES OF THE NEW HANOVER TOWWNSHIP CODE

reviewed the bill list they had questions.  Having no comments Committeeman Murphy offered a motion to approve the
October Bill List, with the addition of Resolution 2020-68, Seconded by Committeeman Pawlyzyn.

The October Bill List total amount was $91,779.10 plus $875.17
PUBLIC COMMENTS – Committeeman Koshak offered a motion to open the floor to the public, seconded by Committeeman Pawlyzyn.   Voice Vote: Committee Koshak-Yes, Committee Murphy-Yes, Committeeman Roohr-Yes, Committeeman Pawlyzyn-yes and Mayor Peterla-Yes.

Fire Chief Buddy Wilkins indicated that since the last meeting the department had 10 fire calls, 3 alarm systems, 1 dwelling, 1 motor vehicle accident, 1 building, 2 drills, 1 special assignment.  Chief indicated that the fire siren has been turned off for now and are getting quotes from electricians to have a timer installed so the siren will only blow from 8 am to 8 pm. 
Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Committeeman Koshak.

Voice Vote:  Approved unanimously.

Committeeman Roohr cautioned all listeners that we are still in the Covid pandemic and it is a predator. 
Committeeman Pawlyzyn welcomed new Officer to the police force.  The census ends October 31st.
Committeeman Koshak thanked the public service workers and the fire and police officials.
Committee Murphy thanked fire and police departments for their dedication and hard work and wishing the new officer well.  The Committeeman thanked the Mayor for doing outstanding job.
Mayor Peterla reviewed the activity taking place in town.  Township Engineer reviewed the bid for the bunting Bridge Road Phase III on Thursday.  Currently waiting on a response from DOT for the Hockamick Road Project. Thank you to the Firemen for all the hard work they do for the town and giving up their time on weekends to be here. A big welcomed the new police officer.  If you have not met him yet the one thing you will remember is his smile.  Looking forward to Halloween in in the town.  We encourage outside activity for the children and following CVC guidelines and State guidelines, with the parents to monitor their children’s safety.  The trash bins have been delayed due to covid but will arrive hopefully within the next month.
