Resident, Susan Malloy expressed concern that the lines on Bunting Bridge Road did not continue onto the unpaved section  and also the speed limit in both directions.  Mayor Peterla indicated he would discuss it with the engineer. 
Resident, Buddy Thompson asked the time frame for repairing the entrance to Willow Oak Drive and the sink hole by the storm drain and also the swale.  Mayor Peterla indicated that they should be repaired soon.  The engineer is looking at correcting  the swale. 
Resident Fred Schaber, Hanover Drive, thanked the Mayor for being present and assisting after the storm on July 20th and for returning to follow up on resident’s wellbeing.  He indicated that the public works employee is amazing and hard working and what is to be done with the uprooted tree stumps on Hanover Drive. .  The Mayor indicated that he was waiting for a response from the township insurance company for advice. 
Fire Chief Buddy Wilkins gave his monthly report: The Department assisted with fallen trees, four MV accidents.    17 fire calls> 1 landing zone assignment, 5 alarm , 2 trees down, 4 MV accidents, 1 wire down, and one training at Wood State Corrections.  Chief Wilkins indicated that he would like to sit with mayor and discuss an ordinance for nuisance alarms.  The Mayor indicated that he would check the ordinance book to see what existed currently. 

Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Committeeman Koshak.

Thanked the Fire Department for their service after the storm last month, checked on residents safety, police were pulling logs off the road.  We were fortunate not to have lost power.  Nash Park had 25 to 30 dead tree’s that will be cut down and there will be landscaping done around the Nash Park sign.  The ball field is currently under construction and the Municipal parking lot entrance is schedule for repair.
