FIRE DEPARMENT MONTHLY REPORT

Lee Hill, President of the Fire Department, provided the monthly Fire Department activities.  Mayor Peterla presented the Fire Department with donations made for wedding ceremonies he performed.

Michael Ream, 2 Willow Oak Drive, is concerned about the change in EMS Services.  Mr. Wright provided information to the actions taken to provide EMS Services.  The bottom line is that many municipalities are struggling with costs and personnel and at this time New Egypt has stated that they can no longer respond to calls in New Hanover.  
Donna Ryan, 94 Bunting Bridge Road, asked if the stove at the Senior Center will be replaced.  Mayor Peterla responded that it is part of the CDBG Grant.

Linda Lisiewski, 8 Rossi Road, asked in light of 9/11 and the recent storms if OEM has plans for evacuations, and/or safety plans in place.  Chief Tuliano provided information.  She asked about the pay for OEM Coordinator & Deputy Coordinator.  Mr. Wright stated that Ms. Lisiewski should OPRA her request to see these plans, with the understanding that they might not be available due to security reasons. 

Susan Malloy, 93 Bunting Bridge Road, commented on the nice job of the repaving on Bunting Bridge.
