PUBLIC HEARING FOR ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTIGN ARTICLE I OF THE NEW HANOVER TOWNSHIP CODE CHAPTER 153-18
Mayor Peterla read the ordinance by title and opened the floor to the public. ORDINANCE NO. 2020-03

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING ARTICLE I OF THE NEW HANOVER TOWNSHIP CODE CHAPTER 153-18

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of New Hanover in the County of Burlington, State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 153-18 Article I of the Codified Code of the Township of New Hanover is amended and supplemented as follows to add:

F.  It shall be unlawful for any commercial business including farms to use the Municipal Dumpster.

Invalidity. If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, or clause of this Ordinance shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph, or clause of this Ordinance.

Severability. All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby to the extent of such inconsistency.

Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication as provided by law.

SO ORDAINED, as aforesaid.

INTRODUCE AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 164 ARTICLE V SECTION 164-38 SCHEDULE XVI: SPEED LIMITS OF THE NEW HANOVER TOWWNSHIP CODE

d.  Resolution 2020-58:  Authorizing Participation in the Shared Services Between the Board of Chosen Freeholders of the County of Burlington and the Township of New Hanover

a motion to approve the August Bill List, Seconded by Committeeman Murphy.

The August Bill List total amount was $129,106.76
PUBLIC COMMENTS – Committeeman Murphy offered a motion to open the floor to the public, seconded by Committeeman Koshak.   Voice Vote: Committee Koshak-Yes, Committee Murphy-Yes, Committeeman Roohr-Yes, Committeeman Pawlyzyn-yes and Mayor Peterla-Yes.

Fire Chief Buddy Wilkins indicated that since the last meeting the department had 15 fire calls, four Alarm systems, three motor vehicle accidents, 2 dwellings, one assist police (remove a deceased person from a home), thrill special assignments and one drill (training.  The fire department received free radio system that was given and installed by Burlington County. Mayor Peterla asked if the Chief could get him a copy of the monthly calls.
Terry Peterla indicated that she received correspondence about the Little Free Library that has premade weather proof covers sponsored by the Burlington County Library that is currently on lock down.  She has a lot of books to donate.  Residents can contact the Toll Free Library.  Mayor Peterla thanked her for that information. 
Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Committeeman Murphy.

Voice Vote:  Approved unanimously.

Committeeman Pawlyzyn thanked all those volunteered at the Summer Event.  The committeeman asked if they would be interested in Rob Fort reviewing a CPR program at the next meeting.  The committeeman discussed the census truck that will be in our area this Saturday. 
Committeeman Koshak dittoed what Committeeman Pawlyzyn said and thanked the volunteer’s at the Summer Social.  The committeeman thanked the fire department during and after the hurricane.  Thank you to the Police and fire department.
Committee Murphy thanked everyone who helped with the Summer Social and everyone who attended.  Committeeman thanked the Mayor for all his hard work.
Mayor Peterla discussed the addition of a Dog Way Station to be added to Nash Park.  The Summer Social was fantastic, thanking all who were involved in the planning.  Wrightstown fire department directed traffic, Herman’s Trucking offered to pay the invoice for the food, Clayton Concrete sent an ice cream truck.  Mayor Peterla thanked Committeeman Pawlyzyn who purchased wood and repaired benches at the park prior to the event.   J&M Tree Service came out quickly after the storm and removed fallen trees.  The Police Department has a new K-9 thanks to Officer York.  The new resident’s garbage can have been ordered and are coming soon.  Chris Walton fixed the toilets at Nash Park.  There has been many baseball events at Nash Park ball field.  Ramon is doing very good work keeping park clean and disposing of limbs and branches after the storm.  The Public Works dump truck has been ordered and will be paid for with funds from the USDA Grant.
