In the event of inclement weather, movie night will be held at the Senior Center. Deputy Mayor Koshak had no comments.  Committeeman Murphy thanked the Fire and Police Departments and all the personnel for their hard work.  Mayor Peterla thanked Police Department for being very prepared for the severe weather last night. The radar sign is constantly being moved around town to remind travelers of the speeds around town. Patrolman Gippetti is a great addition to the force.  He thanked the Fire Department for all their hard work and maintaining all the equipment.
