MONTHLY FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT
Chief Buddy Wilkins provided the Fire Department Report for the last month.  See attached report.  The fire personnel completed the mandatory training for the year.  The flow tests were performed as required each year.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Deputy Mayor Pawlyzyn made a motion to open the public comments, second by Committeeman Murphy.  All approved.

Kellie Bowden, Donal Lane, asked for an update on the Godfrey House.  Ms. Jackson and Mayor Peterla discussed the work that is being done at this time and the progress at the Godfrey House.  She stated her concerns about the young underage children riding around Donal Lane, unsupervised, on gold carts.  She asked that someone please respond to this issue before there is a bigger problem.  She also wanted to know if the town has any safer measures in place in the event of another big storm like the one that happened over the weekend.  Chief Tuliano stated that the County OEM has plans already in place and anyone that would like to review those plans are welcomed to come into the office to review.
Terri Peterla, Hockamick Road, thanked the Committee and the Police Department for their part in running the LEAD program and their presence at he school and for following the buses to school.  The community sees their presence and are comforted by them being a part of the school community.

Megan Brindl, New Egypt, stated that the maple sales held at the Godfrey House raised $255.00 and was a good event.  She would like to work with the Shade Tree Committee to help the residents identify Maple Trees in the area if they would like to learn how to tap the trees for sap and learn how to make it into syrup.  She stated that there should be a fence put up during construction and that no one should be permitted in the surrounding areas of the house due to safety reasons.  She voiced her opinion that there has been misconduct of Township officials and she resents how she has been treated.  She stated that she isn’t being provided any documents when she asked for them.  She continued about the disgrace of the conditions of the house over the last 30+ years.  She resents that she feels the officials are bribing her.  Mr. Roselli interrupted her with a warning to be careful how she states things because it could be used against her.  Ms. Brindl stated that he, like others, are taking away her right to speak.  He provided information on how the grant works and that the Township owns the house and property and no one should be on the property except for Township Officials, Architect and the Contractors until construction has been completed. 
Marie Cozine, Kennedy Drive, asked why there is a metal pole in the middle of the sidewalk on the corner of Bunting Bridge and Kennedy Drive.  Chief Tuliano stated that PSE&G will be out on Wednesday and Thursday next week to remove all old poles.

Ethan Taylor, Hanover Drive, wanted to let the Township know that there is a total of 4 speed signs on Hanover and 3 are none existent and the 4th is very faded.  He is concerned because drivers do speed on Hanover.
With no further comments from the public, Mayor Peterla asked for a motion to close the public comment.  Committeeman Smith made the motion, second by Deputy Mayor Pawlyzyn.  All approved

COMMITTEE COMMENTS
Committeeman Smith had no comments.  Deputy Mayor Pawlyzyn thanked everyone for coming out and stated that he is upset about the misconstruing the information of officials.  Committeeman Koshak sends his congratulations to Abby for the birth of her son. He thanked everyone for the work being done on the building and is very disturbed by the accusations.  He thanked the Fire and Police Departments.  Committeeman Murphy had no comments.  Mayor Peterla reminded everyone that the Easter Bunny is arriving on March 28th and will be taken around town on the Fire Truck at 10:00 and the Easter Egg Hunt is at the Hockamick Road Park starting at 11:30am.  The progress at the Godfrey House is moving along and he is very happy with the workmanship of the contractor.
