REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER

Ordinance 2021-03
An Ordinance by New Hanover Township in Burlington County, New Jersey Prohibiting the Operation of Any Class of Cannabis Businesses within its Geographical Boundaries and Amending Chapter 80:1, Part II of the New Hanover Township Code
Mayor Peterla read the ordinance by title directing the Township Clerk to do all things necessary, legal and proper with respect to this proposed ordinance.
