WHERAS, N.J.S.A. TITLE 40 and TITLE 40A provide for the appointment of certain officers, appointees, and employees to be appointed in Township Positions to carry out the; lawful duties and responsibilities of the Township; and 

WHEREAS, the police department has a vacant police officer position and Sergeant First Class Tuliano has requested permission to hire a regular police officer to fill that vacancy; and

WHEREAS, the Township Salary Ordinance provides for the rate of compensation, salary, and wages of certain officers, appointees, and employees of the Township; and

WHEREAS; The Chief of Police has directed a recruitment process to find a suitable hire to fill the position. 

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of New Hanover, County of Burlington, State of New Jersey that Daniel Matthews be and is appointed as a regular Police Officer. This appointment will be probationary for a period of twelve (12) months. The Officer’s rate of pay will be as follows:  $18.00 per hour with an effective start date of August 5, 2021.
BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that an employee's first three hundred sixty-five (365) days of employment are on a trial basis and are considered a continuation of the employment selection process.  During this probationary period, New Hanover Township may TERMINATE EMPLOYMENT IMMEDIATELY, with agreement from the Chief of Police, Administrator, and one committee person.
